Program Fee 
A flat fee for studies in the Fall-Winter Session. All students are initially charged a Program Fee, 
regardless of course load. 

Course Fees 
Fees assessed on a course by course basis. When a course is added, the course fee is charged 
immediately, regardless of when the course begins. When a course is canceled, the course fee is 
reversed in accordance with the relevant refund schedule.

UHIP (University Health Insurance Program) is mandatory for all international students as well as 
recent permanent residents and returning Canadian citizens who are in their 3 month OHIP wait 
period.  International students who have been exempted from UHIP must request this exemption 
every year at the UHIP office.
